• English   

o Reading – Please ensure that your child reads 

their phonically matched reading book regularly 

on Collins ebooks and that this is recorded in 

their reading record. These books will be set 

online on a Friday. A sharing book will be sent 

home twice a week with the reading record on a 

Tuesday and Friday. This will be a book that you 

can enjoy reading to your child. Please ensure 

your child’s reading record is in school every day. 

o Spelling – A Spelling Shed activity will be set each 

day, linked to the phonics learning that day. Your 

child needs to spend 10 minutes each day 

practicing these spellings.  

• Usernames and passwords are stuck in your 

child’s reading record.
